Program Description  
The Criminal Justice Transfer Pathway AS 
offers students a powerful option: the 
opportunity to complete an Associate of 
Science degree with course credits that 
directly transfer to designated Criminal 
Justice bachelor’s degree programs at 
Minnesota State universities. The 
curriculum has been specifically designed 
so that students completing this pathway 
degree and transferring to one of the seven 
Minnesota State universities enter the 
university with junior-year status. All 
courses in the Transfer Pathway associate 
degree will directly transfer and apply to the 
designated bachelor’s degree programs in a 
related field. 

Universities within the Minnesota State 
system include Bemidji State University; 
Metropolitan State University; Minnesota 
State University, Mankato; Minnesota State 
University, Moorhead; Southwest State 
University; St. Cloud State University; and 
Winona State University. 

Pre-program Requirements 
To begin this program, you need to be at a 
specific skill level in English/reading and 
math. 
English/Reading:  
• Eligible for ENGL 1106 - College 

Composition I, or  
• Completion of ENGL/READ 0950/0955 

(or equivalent or higher). ENGL/READ 
0950/0955 may not be taken 
concurrently with Semester I 
coursework.  

Mathematics:  
A college level math course is required for 
graduation.  Students must satisfy course 
pre-requisites for college level math 
courses, which may require more than one 
semester of additional math. Connect with 
your advisor for assistance with course 
placement.
