Program Description  
The Professional Nursing program is an 
Associate of Science Degree Program. The AS 
Nursing Program prepares students to complete 
a program of study in professional nursing that 
utilizes both theory and clinical course work as 
well as laboratory simulation. Upon completion 
of this program, graduates are eligible to take 
the NCLEX-RN (National Council Licensure 
Examination for Registered Nurses). Graduates 
of this program may apply to another college or 
university to pursue a bachelor’s degree in 
nursing after completing their AS degree and 
becoming a registered nurse.

Pre-program Requirements 
Successful entry into this program requires a specific level of skill in the areas of English, mathematics, and reading.  
Program entry will depend, in part, on meeting the prerequisites listed below. 
 
English/Reading:  

�x Eligible for ENGL 1106 - College Composition I, or 
�x Completion of ENGL/READ 0950/0955 (or equivalent or higher). ENGL/READ 0950/0955 may not be taken 

concurrently with Semester I coursework.  
Mathematics:  

�x Eligible for MATH 0970 - Intermediate Algebra, or 
�x Completion of MATH 0950/0955 (or equivalent or higher). MATH 0950/0955 may not be taken concurrently with 

Semester I coursework. 
There are other ways to qualify. Visit Course Placement (lsc.edu/course-placement) to find out more. 

 
TEAS Exam with a score at or above 58.6% on ATI TEAS required prior to online application deadline. 
 
Admission to the Professional Nursing program is competitive, based on pre-technical GPA requirements and TEAS score.
 
Qualified applicants should be aware that program class sizes are limited, which may delay acceptance into the program.
